Before all-night Vigil, the cross decorated with flowers is transferred from transfers the Precious Cross from
the Table of Preparation to the Holy Table as prescribed. (according to the order of Sunday of the Cross).

At Matins, the Magnification: “We magnify you O Christ the Giver of Life, and we honor Your Holy Cross,
by which You have saved us from the slavery of the enemy.” After reading the Gospel, we sing “Having
beheld the Resurrection of Christ..”. The Magnificat is not sung, but instead “Magnify O My Soul..”
After the Great Doxology, the cross is carried to the middle of the church and, with the blessing of the
diocesan bishop, is exalted in a special way (Typikon, September 14; Festive Minea). At the Liturgy
there are special antiphons of the Feast, the Entrance Verse: “ Extol the Lord our God, whorship at His
footstool for it is Holy!” Instead of “Holy God” we sing “Before Your Cross.” Instead of “It is right in truth
(It is truly meet)” we sing “Magnify O my soul...” and the Irmos of Ode 9 of the Canon.

In the evening on the day of the Feast, vespers are served with an entrance and the Great Prokimen.

From this day on, at the Hierarchal Liturgy’s and on the weekdays after entering the celebration of the
feast, it is sung: “Come, let us worship... save us, Son of God, who was crucified in the flesh...” The cross
remains in the middle of the temple until the celebration of Leave-taking of the Feast.

After the dissmisal, a
festive icon is placed on the lectern in the middle of the temple and a candle is placed behind. The Tropar
of the Feast is sung, “Glory... now and ever” - Kondak.

We do not chant the Magnificat, but chant instead the
refrain of the feast: “Magnify, O my soul, the all-pure Virgin Theotokos, who is more honorable and more
glorious than the armies on high!” At the Liturgy The Antiphons of the Feast are sung, the entrance
verse “From the womb before the morning-star have | begotten Thee. The Lord hath sworn and will not
repent: Thou art a priest forever, after the order of Melchizedek.” Instead of the Trisagion, we chant: “As
many...." Instead of “It is right in truth” we sing the irmos of the second canon of the 9th Ode - “Magnify,
my soul..”, “ A strange and most glorious mystery..." (until the Leave-taking). On weekdays and at bishops’
services on the feast after a small entrance “Come, let us worship... save us, Son of God, who was born
of a virgin...” (until the Leave-taking). The dismissal on weekdays, is the festive one, and on Sunday - of
the Resurrection until the Leave-taking.
